· Working draft plan will have to be improved to identify Bywong and Wamboin as specific localities  - 25% of the population can’t be shoved off into an unreadable map; TIRED OF BEING IGNORED
· The document is not really written with communication in mind, rather as a legal document. This is not helpful if Council is seriously wanting thoughtful feedback because the document is a barrier, not a help to understanding; (PLEASE MAKE DIAGRAMS MUCH BIGGER AND GET PAGE NUMBERING CORRECT)

· Issues also raised about ensuring that more Greenways are planned for Bywong and Wamboin. The current Greenways and Les Reardon Reserve are not identified on the draft LEP.

· Height restrictions on buildings – what effect might this have on the potential for building gravity-fed tanks? We have lots of power blackouts here due to lighting and storms, and gravity-fed tanks would make a lot of sense.

· Difficult for anyone to determine what the potential impact of the plan will be.

· Despite this, landowners would still like to have a say when something intelligible is produced.
